● �Open the app  and enter the username and password 
supplied by your teacher or District’s Program Manager (if you 
didn’t get a username and password, or have forgotten them, 
ask your teacher or District’s Program Manager).

● �The username and password supplied by your school or 
district cannot be changed.

● �If you already have an Audible account, please sign out and 
then sign in with the username and password supplied by 
your school or district.
