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Avoid touching the aerial while it is in use. Contact with antennas affects the communication
quality and may reduce battery life due to higher power level during operation.

Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Do
not connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external device

or headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, pay
special attention to volume levels. Parts of the device are magnetic. Metallic materials may be
attracted to the device. Do not place credit cards or other magnetic storage media near the
device, because information stored on them may be erased.

Some of the accessories mentioned in this user guide, such as chargers, headsets, or data
cables, may be sold separately.

Note: The pre-set security code is 12345. To switch on the security code, select Menu >

Settings > Security settings > Phone security , enter the code 12345 and select OK, and
@ then select On . To change the security code, select Menu > Settings > Security settings

> Change access codes > Change security code , enter the current security code and select

OK . Enter your new code and select OK, then enter the new code again and select OK.

When you change the code, you need to remember the new code, as HMD Global is not able to

open or bypass it.

SET UP AND SWITCH ON YOUR PHONE

Mini SIM

Important: This device is designed to be used with a mini SIM card (see figure) only. Use of
incompatible SIM cards may damage the card or the device, and may corrupt data stored on
the card.

@ Note: Switch the device off and disconnect the charger and any other device before removing
any covers. Avoid touching electronic components while changing any covers. Always store
and use the device with any covers attached.

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Insert the SIM card

1. Place your fingernail in the small slot at the bottom of the phone, then lift and remove the
cover.

2. If the battery is in the phone, take it out.
3. Slide the SIM card in the SIM card slot.

Insert the second SIM

If you have a second SIM, slide it into the SIM2 slot. Both SIM cards are available at the same
time if neither of them is being used, but while one SIM card is active, for example, making a
call, the other may be unavailable.

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Insert the memory card

1. If you have a memory card, slide it into the memory card slot.
2. Put the battery back in.
3. Put back the cover.

Switch on your phone

Press and hold the power key.

CHARGE YOUR PHONE

Your battery has been partially charged at the factory, but you may need to recharge it before
you can use your phone.

Charge the battery

1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet.

2. Connect the charger to the phone. When done, unplug the charger from the phone and then
from the wall outlet.

If the battery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the charging
indicator is displayed.

Set new tones

asked.

3. Scroll to the tone that you want and select OK.

CHANGE THE LOOK OF YOUR HOME SCREEN

Choose a new wallpaper

You can change the background of your home screen.

1. Select Menu > €3 > Display settings > Wallpaper .
2. Select Default, scroll to the wallpaper you want, and select View .

3. If you like the wallpaper, select Select and then select how you want to position the
wallpaper on the home screen.

@ Tip: You can also use a photo you've taken or received as wallpaper. Select Menu > £¥ >
Display settings > Wallpaper > Photos .

Show date and time

You can select to see the date and time on the home screen of your phone.
Select Menu > €3 > Time settings > Display of time and date > Show clock .

If you want your phone to update the time automatically, set Auto-update of date and time
on.

@ Tip: You can also set your phone to show the time even in the idle mode. Select Menu > £¥ >
Display settings > Standby screen > On.

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PROFILES

Your phone has different profiles for different situations. You can edit the profiles to your
liking.

Personalise profiles

There are several profiles that you can use in different situations. There is, for example, a
silent profile for when you cannot have sounds on and an outdoor profile with loud tones.

You can personalise profiles further.

2. Select a profile and Personalise .

For each profile you can set a specific ringtone, ringtone volume, message sounds, and so on.

ADD SHORTCUTS

You can add shortcuts to different apps and settings on your home screen.

On the bottom left of your home screen is Go to, which contains shortcuts to various apps
and settings. Select the shortcuts that are the handiest for you.

TAKE CARE OF YOUR DEVICE

Handle your device, battery, charger, and accessories with care. The following suggestions help
you keep your device operational.

Keep the device dry. Precipitation,
humidity, and all types of liquids or
moisture can contain minerals that
corrode electronic circuits.

Do not use or store the device in dusty or
dirty areas.

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CERTIFICATION INFORMATION (SAR)

This mobile device meets guidelines for exposure to radio waves.

Your mobile device is a radio transmitter and receiver. It is designed not to exceed the limits
for exposure to radio waves (radio frequency electromagnetic fields), recommended by
international guidelines from the independent scientific organization ICNIRP. These guidelines
incorporate substantial safety margins that are intended to assure the protection of all
persons regardless of age and health. The exposure guidelines are based on the Specific
Absorption Rate (SAR), which is an expression of the amount of radio frequency (RF) power
deposited in the head or body when the device is transmitting. The ICNIRP SAR limit for mobile
devices is 2.0 W/kg averaged over 10 grams of tissue.

SAR tests are carried out with the device in standard operating positions, transmitting at its
highest certified power level, in all its frequency bands.

at least 5/8 inch (1.5 centimetres) away from the body. When a carry case, belt clip or other
form of device holder is used for body-worn operation, it should not contain metal and should
provide at least the above stated separation distance from the body.

Your mobile device is also designed to meet the requirements for exposure to radio waves
established by the India Department of Telecommunications. These requirements set a SAR
limit of 1.6 W/kg averaged over one gram of tissue.

To send data or messages, a good connection to the network is needed. Sending may be
delayed until such a connection is available. Follow the separation distance instructions until
the sending is finished.

During general use, the SAR values are usually well below the values stated above. This is
because, for purposes of system efficiency and to minimise interference on the network, the
operating power of your mobile is automatically decreased when full power is not needed for
the call. The lower the power output, the lower the SAR value.

Device models may have different versions and more than one value. Component and design
changes may occur over time and some changes could affect SAR values.
