Do not exceed the rating of the power outlet or connection
device.

Do not operate or turn off the dehumidifier by plugging in or
unplugging the device. Use the control panel instead.

Do not use if the power cord is broken or damaged.

Do not install the dehumidifier in a location that may be
exposed to combustible gas.

Important Safety Instructions

ELECTRICAL INFORMATION

- The Vremi nameplate is located on the rear panel of the
dehumidifier and contains electrical and other technical data
specific to this dehumidifier.

- Be sure the dehumidifier is properly grounded. To minimize
shock and fire hazards, proper grounding is important. This
power cord is equipped with a three-prong grounding plug for
protection against shock hazards.

- Your dehumidifier must be used in a properly grounded
wall socket. If your wall socket is not adequately grounded
or protected by a time delay fuse or circuit breaker, have a
qualified electrician install the proper socket.

- Avoid fire hazard or electric shock. Do not use an extension
cord or an adapter plug. Do not remove any prong from the
power cord.

- This dehumidifier can be used by children 8 years or older and
people with reduced physical, sensory, or mental capabilities.
Supervision and use of instructions are required for those with
lack of experience and knowledge concerning the dehumidifier.
Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be done by children
without supervision.

- If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by Vremi.
Please contact Vremi Customer Service at 646-490-9904 for a
replacement.

- Prior to cleaning or other maintenance, the dehumidifier must
be disconnected from the supply mains.

- Do not install the dehumidifier in a location that may be exposed
to combustible gas.

- If combustible gas accumulates around the dehumidifier, it may
cause fire.

- If this dehumidifier is knocked over during use, turn off the
dehumidifier and unplug it from the main power supply
immediately. Visually inspect the dehumidifier to ensure this is
no damage. If you suspect this dehumidifier has been damaged,
contact Vremi Customer Service at 646-490-9904 for repair or a
replacement.

LEFT / RIGHT buttons

NOTE: When the dehumidifier is first turned on, it will go
on Continuous mode by default. This will disable use of
the LEFT/RIGHT buttons. Make sure to turn off Continuous
mode to regain function in these buttons.

Humidity Set Control buttons

e The humidity level can be set within a range of 35%RH
(Relative Humidity) to 85%RH (Relative Humidity) in 5%
increments.

Press to initiate the Auto start and Auto stop feature, in

conjunction with the @ and ® buttons.

e When the dehumidifier is on, first press the Timer
button. The Timer Off indicator light will illuminate. It
indicates the Auto Stop program is initiated. Press it
again and the Time On indicator light will illuminate. It
indicates the Auto Start is initiated.

e When the dehumidifier is off, first press the Timer
button. The TIMER ON indicator light illuminates. It
indicates the Auto Start program is initiated. Press it
again and the Time Off indicator light illuminates. It
indicates the Auto Stop is initiated.

e Pressor hold the LEFT or RIGHT buttons to change the
Auto time by 0.5 hour increments, up to 10 hours, then
at 1 hour increments up to 24 hours. The control will
count down the time remaining until start.

e  The selected time will register in 5 seconds and the
system will automatically revert back to display the
previous humidity setting.

e When the Auto start & Auto stop times are set, within
the same program sequence, TIMER ON and OFF
indicator lights illuminate identifying both ON and
OFF times are now programmed.

e Turning the dehumidifier ON or OFF at any time or
adjusting the timer setting to 0.0 will cancel the Auto
Start/Stop function.

e When LED display window displays the code of P2,
the Auto Start/Stop function will also be canceled.

LED display

The LED display shows the set % humidity level from 35% to 85% or auto start/stop time (0~24) setting, then shows the
actual(+5% accuracy) room % humidity level in a range of 30% RH (Relative Humidity) to 90% RH (Relative Humidity).

Error Codes:

AS - Humidity sensor error; Protection Codes:

ES - Temperature sensor error; P2 - Bucket is full or bucket is not in right position.
Empty the bucket and replace it in the
right position.

P2 - Bucket is full. Empty the bucket.

Note: When one of the above malfunctions occurs, turn off the dehumidifier and check for any obstructions. Restart the
dehumidifier, if the malfunction is still present, turn off the dehumidifier and unplug the power cord. Contact Vremi Customer
Service at 646-490-9904 for repair and/or replacement.

REMOVING THE COLLECTED WATER

There are two ways to remove collected water: 2. Continuous draining
Water can be automatically be emptied into a floor drain
1. Use the bucket by attaching the dehumidifier to a water hose with a female

threaded end. (NOTE: On some models, the female threaded
end is not included)

Care & Cleaning

CARE AND CLEANING OF THE DEHUMIDIFIER

WARNING: Turn the dehumidifier off and remove 3. Storing the dehumidifier
the plug from the wall outlet before cleaning. When not using the dehumidifier for long time
periods:
1. Clean the bucket - After turning off the dehumidifier, wait one day
Clean the bucket with water every two (2) weeks. before emptying the bucket.
- Clean the main dehumidifier, bucket and air filter.
2. Clean the air filter -Wrap the cord and bundle it with the band.
Clean the filter with potable water at least once - Cover the dehumidifier with a plastic bag.
every 30 days. - Store the dehumidifier upright in a dry, well-

ventilated place.

CAUTION: DO NOT operate the
dehumidifier without a filter because
dirt and lint will clog it and reduce
performance.

Troubleshooting

Before calling Vremi customer service, review this list. It may save you time and expense. This list includes the most common
occurrences that are not the result of defective workmanship or materials in this dehumidifier.

PROBLEM CAUSE

Dehumidifier does - Make sure the dehumidifier’s plug is inserted completely into the outlet.
not start - Check the house fuse/circuit breaker box.

- Dehumidifier has reached its preset level or bucket is full.

- Bucket is not in the proper position.

Dehumidifier does not dry - Did not allow enough time to remove the moisture.

the air as it should - Make sure there are no curtains, blinds or furniture blocking the front or back of

the dehumidifier.
- The humidity selector may not be set low enough.
- Check that all doors, windows and other openings are securely closed.
- Room temperature is too low, below 41°F (5°C).
- There is a kerosene heater or something giving off water vapor in the room.

The dehumidiﬁer makes - The air filter is clogged.
aloud noise when - The dehumidifier is tilted instead of upright as it should be.

- The floor surface is not level.
Frost appears on the coils - This is normal. The dehumidifier has a Defrost feature.
Water on floor - Hose to connector or hose connection may be loose.
- Intended to use the bucket to collect water, but the back drain plug is removed.
Water does not drain from - Hoses more than 5 feet long may not drain properly. It is recommended to keep the hose as
the hose short as possible for proper draining. The hose must be placed lower than the bottom of the

dehumidifier, and be kept flat and smooth without kinks.
