Engage Trigger Lock and reverse the Spray Tip to
the UNCLOG position. Disengage Trigger Lock and spray into
a waste area to remove the clog. Engage Trigger Lock and
return the Spray Tip to SPRAY position. See Owner’s Manual
for more information.
