PUTTING UP THE TREE

To release the foot pedal, first 
raise the red lock into the unlock 
position (green). 

Gently lift the foot pedal upwards 
to open the clamping mechanism. 
The clamps will spring (!) into a 
vertical position step by step. 

Give the trunk a straight and even 
cut. Set the trunk in the center of the 
stand over the spike. Make sure the 
trunk and spike have contact but do 
not use force. Do not drill a hole into 
the trunk.!  

The foot pedal must be lifted 
with suitable foot wear. To 
avoid injury do not place any 
body parts (fingers) in area of 
the clamps.

To take out the Christ-
mas tree raise the lock 
into the unlock position 
(green).
