2. Use the A/V keys to select “Save Settings to...” from the OSD. Then navigate to the
element you wish to adjust and press the [#§ to enter it.

3. Save Setting to Game mode: There are three user-defined profiles available. When
you have decided what settings suit you, save them and system will be able to recall
the settings in the future when you turn on gaming mode.




Troubleshooting

Before sending your LCD monitor for servicing, please check the troubleshooting list
below to see if you can self-diagnose the problem.
