UNPACK AND SETUP

CHARGING

T-UPCAUTION: The charger for this product should be protected by a leakage current device 
(rated at 30mA or less).

The purchased battery will be shipped in a low charge condition, and requires charging prior to use. Allow several cycles of charging and 
discharging (through use of the tool) for the battery to reach its optimum performance/runtime.

GREEN Stand by (no battery pack is inserted)

Charger LED Indicator (on the charging base)

1. Connect the AC/DC charging 
adaptor into a mains power 
outlet.

2. The charger LED will 
illuminate green showing power 
is being supplied to the 
charger.

3. With the battery pack sitting 
on at flat surface, align the 
raised ribs on the battery with 
the recess in the charging base 
and slide onto the battery 
ensuring a firm connection.

4. The charger LED will 
illuminate red signifying that the 
battery is charging.

5. When removing the charging 
base from the battery, first 
press the battery release 
button, then slide the charging 
base from its position.

Battery Indicator

The purchased nailer & stapler is equipped with 
a battery gauge indicator to show how much
battery capacity is left. Insert the battery pack 
onto the tool and press the LED work light 
switch and look to see the LED illuminate.

Green, Yellow and RED (illuminated),
Full  Charged.

STAPLE AND NAIL MEASUREMENTS
This tool accepts staples and nails with the measurement below;

ATTACHING / REMOVING THE BATTERY PACK
■ To install the battery pack, slide the battery into the tool base until it clicks into place.

■ To remove the battery pack, hold down the battery pack release button and then slide the battery pack out.

UNPACK AND SETUP(CONT.)

1. Hold the tool upside down.
2. Squeeze the magazine latches(a) on either side of the tool and 
pull the magazine(b) out of the tool.

3. Insert a row of staples into the opening behind that nose piece.
NOTE: Rows of more than 50 staples is not recommended.

4 Push the loaded magazine back into the unit until it clips into place.

2. Squeeze the magazine latches (a) on either side of the tool and pull the magazine (b) out of the tool.Insert a row of nails 
into the opening behind the nose piece. Be sure to align them to the side marked with a nail marker so that the nail head is 
against the internal groove.
NOTE: Rows of more than 50 nails is not recommended.

LOADING NAILS

LOADING STAPLES
This staple nailer & stapler only accepts Crown 18 gauge 5/8” -1” staples. Other types of staples, including paper staples, will jam the unit. 
For best results, load a full row of staples before use.

This staple nailer & Stapler only accepts 5/8”- 1-1/4” brad nails. Other types of nails will jam the unit.



OPERATION

APPLICATIONS

STAPLE/NAIL FIRING FORCE ADJUSTMENT
Some jobs require  a lighter touch than others, reducing the force that staples or nails are fired at reduces the chance of damaging thinner, 
more dictated surfaces.
NOTE: Always test the setting on a piece of scrap material after making any adjustments.

■ To adjust the force of the stapler & nailer, turn the dial clockwise to increase the firing strength. 

■ Turn the dial anti-clockwise to decrease the strength.

NOTE: If the nail/staple is not fully penetrating into the workpiece, firmly hold down the nail gun 
with two hands while firing.

This stapler & nailer has a firing force 
adjustment with 6 settings.
The higher number, the great firing force.



OPERATION(CONT.)
TURN ON THE LED WORK LIGHT
Squeeze and hold the LED work light switch under the main handle to switch the light on.
The LED work light will be off when you release the LED work light switch.    

WARNING! Always keep your fingers away from the discharging area of the tool when 
driving a staple or nail. Failure to keep fingers out of the way can result in serious personal 
injury.

The Safety Striker System is a two step process where a staple or nail will only fire when the safety striker pin is pushed against the material 
to be fastened.

■ With one hand, push down on the back of the tool to press the safety striker guard and noise piece down onto the work surface to be 
fastened.

NOTE: Nail will be discharged off center, to the right side of the nail gun. Test fire on a scrap piece of wood to get the exact placement of 
the nail relative to the gun before use.

■ To fire the staple stapler & nailer, squeeze the on/off trigger with your other hand after the safety noise piece is pressed to workpiece.

DRIVING A STAPLE OR NAIL



TROUBLESHOOTING

WARNING! Ensure the tool is switched off and the battery is removed before performing 
any of the following tasks.

MAINTENANCE

WARNING! To avoid serious personal injury, always be sure that the power switch of the 
tool is OFF position when servicing.

Never immerse any part of 
the staple nail gun into liquid.

JAMMED STAPLE OR NAIL

1. Squeeze the magazine latches (a) on either side of the tool and pull the magazine(b) out of the tool.
2. Using a pair of pliers, remove any jammed staples or nails.

 
SHORT BATTERY RUNTIME

Ensure that the battery is properly charged, it will take 4-5 charging cycles before the battery reaches optimum charge and run time.
