SETTING UP YOUR RAZER NOMMO PRO

1. Arrange your chair and your Razer Nommo Pro in a triangular position, preferably with all
sides at an equal distance.

2. Plug the left and right speakers to their respective speaker ports on the subwoofer.
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3. Plug the audio control pod to the subwoofer.

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4. Plug the power cord* from your subwoofer to an appropriate power source.
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*Use the appropriate power cord for your region.

5. Fully press the power button on the subwoofer until you hear a click; and then press the
standby button on the control pod to disable standby mode.

Profile is a data storage for keeping all your Razer peripheral's settings. By default, the profile
name is based on your system'’s name. To add, rename, duplicate, or delete a profile, simply press
the Miscellaneous button ( ).

Volume enables you to mute, increase, or decrease the audio output settings.

Bass Boost allows you to improve the bass output of your speaker system.

Audio Enhancement gives you a selection of audio frequency settings to change the overall tone of
your audio output or create your own sound signature by using the equalizer option.

Input Source enables you to select between USB, Bluetooth, AUX, and Optical as the sound source.

Clicking the link will launch the Windows sound properties window.

The Lighting subtab enables you to modify your Razer device's light settings.

The default tab of the Settings window, The General tab enables you to change the software’s
display language and start-up behavior, or view the master guide of all connected Razer devices.

Reset tab

The Reset tab allows you to perform a factory reset on all connected Razer devices with on-board
memory. All profiles stored on the selected device's on-board memory will be erased.

Note: Performing a factory reset on devices without on-board memory will only create a new profile for
your device on Razer Synapse 3 using the default settings.

About tab

The About tab displays brief software information, its copyright statement, and also provides
relevant links for its terms of use. You may also use this tab to check for software updates, or as a
quick access to Razer’s social communities.
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SAFETY GUIDELINES

In order to achieve maximum safety while using your Razer Nommo Pro, we suggest that you
adopt the following guidelines:

Should you have trouble operating the device properly and troubleshooting does not work, unplug
the device and contact the Razer hotline or go to for support.

Do not take apart the device (doing so will void your warranty) and do not attempt to operate it
under abnormal current loads.

Keep the device away from liquid, humidity or moisture. Operate the device only within the specific
temperature range of 0°C(32°F) to 40°C (104°F). Should the temperature exceed this range,
unplug and/or switch off the device in order to let the temperature stabilize to an optimal level.

Listening to excessively loud volumes over extended periods of time can damage your hearing.
Furthermore, legislation of certain countries permits a maximum sound level of 86db to affect your
hearing for 8 hours a day. We therefore recommend that you reduce the volume to a comfortable
level when listening for prolonged periods of time.

The Razer Nommo Pro requires minimum maintenance to keep it in optimum condition. Once a
month we recommend you unplug the device from the computer and clean it using a soft cloth or
cotton swab with a bit of warm water to prevent dirt buildup. Do not use soap or harsh cleaning
agents.
