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Tips for Perfect Espresso

1. Use freshly roasted espresso beans (avoid caramelized beans).

2. Store coffee beans in a cool, dark and dry container.
Vacuum sealed if possible.

3. Pre-heat your espresso and cappuccino cups using the cup warmer
storage on the top of the machine.

4. Set the water temperature according to your needs.

5. For an exira creamy espresso lower the spouts o bring them as close
fo the cup/cups as possible.
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Ingredients:
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Espresso

A small T or 2 oz. shot of
pressure brewed espresso using
approximately 1 Thsp. of finely
ground coffee.

Cappuccino

A single espresso shot fopped
with equal parts steamed and
frothed milk (in a ratio of 1:1:1)
served in a 4 fo 6 ounce cup.

Café Latte

A double espresso shot topped
with steamed milk fo fill: a ratio of
2:1 of milk to espresso is typical.

Caffee’ Mocha

This drink is based on layers of
chocolate, milk, espresso and
cream. Ingredlients in a glass,
prepare hot, frothed milk, let it
cool. Pour the chocolate sauce
info a different glass, carefully
pour the milk. Slowly add the
espresso. Top off with whipped
cream and garnish with
chocolafe flakes.

Italian Macchiato

A single or double espresso
topped with a dollop of heated
milk and served in a traditional
espresso cup.

From 3 oz. up fo 4 0z. of
brewed espresso using finely
ground coffee.

Americano

1/3 of espresso lungo and
2/3 of hot water.

Caramel Macchiato

A tasty variation of lafte macchiafo
with the addition of caramel syrup
Ingredients. Pour the caramel syrup
down the inside of the glass. Pour
first the cold milk and then the
whisked hot milk info the glass.
Add the milk foam. Prepare the
espresso and pour it into the glass.

Add a bonnet of milk foam.

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IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

IN THE BOX

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DELIVERING HOT WATER and STEAM

TEST YOUR WATER

Delivering hot water

1. Always molée sure
the green © and

&riy lights are
on sfeady.

2. Turn the cappuccino
frother towards the
outside of the machine.

3. Position a container
underneath the milk
frother.

4, Press the mﬁbuﬁon. The mﬁhght comes on fo
indicate thatthe function has been selected.

5. Tumn the steam knob half o turn in counter
clockwise until it stops: hot water will come
out of the milk frother and start to fill the
container underneath.

6. To stop the flow of hot water, turn the knob all
the way clockwise and return the cappuccino
frother fo the original position fowards the
center of the machine.

7. Press the ﬁ button.

(It is recommended to deliver hot water for
no more than 2 minutes).

Important! Danger of burns.

Never leave the machine unsupervised while
delivering hot water or steam. The spout becomes
hot during delivery. Hold by the handle only.

Please note! If “Energy Saving” mode is enabled,

you may have fo wait a few seconds before the
hot water or steam is delivered.

Delivering steam

1. Place an emply
container under the
cappuccino frother.
Turn the steam knob
counter- clockwise
as far as it will go
(the &> light foshes).
Run off the steam
mixed with water for
a few seconds until only steam is given off.

2. Inferrupt steam delivery by rotafing the knob
clockwise as far as it will go.

3. Empty the confainer and fill it with about
3.50z. /100 ml of milk for each cappuccino
fo be prepared.

4, Dip the cappuccino frother into the info the
container with milk, taking care not fo immerse
the raised line on the cappuccino frother.

Turn the steam knob counterclockwise as far
as it will go). Steam is discharged from the
cappuccino maker, giving the milk a creamy
frothy appearance.

(You should not discharge steam for more than
2 minutes at a time).

Tips for using steam to froth milk

* When choosing the size of the container,

bear in mind that the liquid doubles or
friples in volume.

e For a richer denser froth, use skimmed
or partially skimmed milk at refrigerator
temperature (about 41F/5°C).

® For a creamier froth, rotate the confainer
with slow movements in an upward
direction.

* To avoid milk with poor froth or large
bubbles, always clean the spout.

Measuring Water Hardness

1. Remove the “total hardness test” indicator paper attached to this manual

from its pack.

2. Immerse the paper completely in a glass of water for one second.

3. Remove the paper from the water and shake lightly. After about a minute,
1,2,3, or 4 red squares form, depending on the hardness of the water.
Each square corresponds to one level.

When setting the water

2 YEARS LIMITED WARRANTY

DESCALING

Due to the continuous heating of the water used
to make the coffee, over time it is normal for the
fubing inside the machine to fill with lime scale.
When the & [§| light starts flashing, it is fime 1o
descale the machine.

NOTE: when the @ [§] light switches on, the
coffee maker can still be used fo prepare coffee.
Proceed as follows:

1. Emply the tank [A)and pour the descaler
and water (C] info the tank, according fo
the manual instructions. For subsequent
descaling operations, descaling solufion can be
purchased from authorized 1ec%nico| service
centers. Note: Make sure splashes of descaler
do not fall onto surfaces sensitive fo acid such
as marble, limestone and granite.

2, Place a container (D) with a minimum capacity
of 1qt./34 oz. under the cappuccino frother.

3. Tum the machine on by pressing the (1) bution.

Important! Danger of Burns
Hot water containing acid flows from the
spout. Avoid contacf with splashes of water.

6. Turn the steam knob half a furn counter-
clockwise. The descaling solution will come
out of the cappuccino frother and start fo fill
the confainer underneath.

7. The descaling program automatically per
forms a series of deliveries and pauses, so
as fo remove the lime scale deposits from
inside the coffee maker.

8. After around 30 minutes, when the ,<3 light
comes on, turn the steam knob half a turn
clockwise until it sfops.

The machine must be rinsed so as to eliminate
the residues of descohn? solution from inside the
machine. Proceed as follows:

9. Remove the water tank, rinse it and fill it with
clean water.

10. Reposition the tank.

11. Emply the collection container (E/ (located
under the milk frother] that is full of liquid,
and then replace it under the milk frother.

12. Turn the steam knob counterclockwise.

Hot water will come out of the milk frother
and fill the container undermeath.

13. When the tank is emply, the & [§] light goes
off and the ,& light cpgvymes o?l ghts

14. Turn the steam knob clockwise and fill the
water fank with clean water again.

15. The program of descaling is now terminated
and the machine is ready fo make coffee again.

Important!

¢ Descaler contains acids which may irritate the skin and eyes. Itis vital fo respect the manufacturer's safety warnings
given on the descaler pack and the warnings relating fo the procedure o follow in the event of confact with the skin
and eyes. Use De'longhi descaler only. Un(?er no circumstances should you use sulphamic or acefic based descalers.
Their use invalidates Tgfme guarantee. Failure fo descale the appliance as described dlso invalidates the guarantee.

This warranty applies fo Super Automatic Espresso Machines with the De'longhi brand name.
What does the warranty cover?

We warrant each appliance fo be free from defects in material and workmanship. Our obligation under
this warranty is limited to repair at our factory or authorized service center of any defective parts or part
thereof, other than parts damaged in transit. The repaired or new model will be returned at the company
expense. This warranty shall apply only if the appliance is used in accordance with the factory directions,
which accompany it, and on an alternating current [ AC ) circuit.

How long does the coverage last?

This warranty runs for two years [ 2 ) from the purchase date found on your receipt and applies only fo the
original purchaser for use.

What is not covered by the warranty?

The warranty does nof cover defects or damage of the appliance, which result from repairs or alterations fo
the appliance outside our factory or authorized service centers, nor shall it apply to any appliance, which
has been subject to abuse, misuse, negligence or accidents. Also, consequential and incidental damage
resulting from the use of this product or arising out of any breach of contract or breach of this warranty are
not recoverable under this warranty. Some sfates do not allow the exclusion or limitation of incidental or
consequential damage, so the above limitation may not apply to you..
