Q8: Do you have any recommendations for choosing a PoE cable for outdoor installation?

For outdoor installations, please use qualified Cat5e or higher outdoor PoE-compatible Ethernet
cables that are waterproof, shielded, UV-resistant and high/low temperature-resistant.

Unqualified PoE cables are usually made from low-quality materials and may lack the above essential
features. When used outdoors, unqualified cables are more prone to aging, damage and cause
insufficient power supply, which may lead to performance issues with this extender/access point.

For example, Ethernet cables made of copper-clad aluminum (CCA) or copper-clad steel (CCS) have
lower power transmission capability compared to pure copper cables, which may result in unstable
operation, reduced performance, or even failure to power on when used with this extender/access
point or other PoE devices.

Q9: Canluse my 328-foot (100 meters) long outdoor PoE cable to power the extender/
access point?
Itis NOT recommended to use a 328-foot cable to power the device, as it exceeds the recommended
length. If the PoE cable is too long, the extender/access point may not receive sufficient power,
leading to malfunction. Additionally, the cable could overheat, potentially causing damage to the
device or even posing a fire hazard. To avoid potential issues, do not use excessively long PoE
cables.
