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FILLING WITH GAS
- Be sure red safety cap is attached.

- Shake butane gas canister several times to warm.

- Fully insert the cylinder nozzle vertically into
the gas inlet valve on the bottom.

- Filling normally takes 20-25 seconds. Stop when
there is a slight splash back.

- After filling always allow 1 minute for butane
gas to stabilize.

IGNITION AND FLAME ADJUSTMENT

1. Mounting the Stand

- Insert the stand into the lower part of the burner.

2. Lighting

- Remove the red safety cap.

- Turn the gas ON/OFF control knob a quarter

turn to the left to start gas flow.

- Press the ignition switch to light the torch.
Always light BIG SHOT with flame port facing
away from you or others.

- Caution: the flame port will get hot very quickly.
Do not place hands near flame port.

3. Adjusting the Flame

- After igniting, turn the gas ON/OFF control
knob slowly to the left to raise the flame and to
the right to lower it. Adjust the flame as
necessary.

4. Extinguishing

- Turn the gas ON/OFF control knob to the right
and stop the flow of gas by tightly closing the gas
knob.

- Check that the flow of gas has stopped and the
fire is completely extinguished.

- Replace the safety cap.
