» When possible reposition the receiver on the pet’s neck ev-
ery 1to 2 hours.

* Check the fit to prevent excessive pressure; follow the inst-
ructions in this manual.

* Never connect a lead to the electronic collar; it will cause e-
xcessive pressure on the contacts.

* When using a separate collar for alead, don’t put pressure
on the electronic collar.
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If arash or sore is found, stop using the collar until the
injured partis healed.

If the condition persists over 48 hours, see your
veterinarian.

These steps will help keep your pet safe and comforta-
ble. Millions of pets are comfortable while they wear st-
ainless steel contacts. Some pets are sensitive to cont-
act pressure. You may find after some time that your pet
is very tolerant of the collar. Then, you may relax these
precautions. It is important to continue daily checks of
the contact area. If redness or sores are found, stop us-
ing until the skin is fully healed.

How to turn the p-collar 680 on/off

Prepare the Remote and the Receiver

Turn ON/OFF the Remote

1.Long press the ON/OFF button to turn the remote ON.

2. LCD will be lighted, and show the information of curr-
entchannel, battery power and levels. If not, please
charge the remote.

3.Long press the ON/OFF button to turn the remote OFF.

Turnonthe Receiver Collar

* Press the On/Off Button the Green LED light comes on.

* Innormal mode, the Green LED will flash every 4 sec-
onds, indicating the Receiver Collaris on and ready
toreceive a signal from the Remote.

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How to use the collar correctly

Fit the Training Collar

Remark: The proper fit and placement of your traini-
ng collar is important for effective operation. The
contact points must directly touch the neck skin of
your dog.

1. Start with the collar turned off and your dog stan-
ding comfortably, not sitting(A).

2.Put the receiver collar directly under the chin of

your dog. Make sure both the contact points are in
the center of your dog's neck and contacted his neck.

NOTE: Sometimes it’s necessary to trim the hair ar-
ound the contact points to make sure that contact is
consistent. We’ve also included longer contact points.
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CAUTION Do not shave the pet’s neck as this

may increase the risk of skin irritation. The training
collar should not be worn for more than 12 hours
each day. Leaving the training collar on too long co-
uld lead to skin irritation. Remove the collar when
you’re not training your dog.
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How to find the best shock level

The unit comes with Up and Down buttons to control
the Shock Level, with Level 1 being the lowest level
for Shock and Level 16 being the highest for Shock.

Better adjust the Shock level suitable for your dog
according to his acceptance limitation for shock.

Always start at the lowest level and work your way up.

The appropriate level can be found when the dog
responds to the Shock with a mild reaction, such as
a tensing of the neck muscles. The Shock Level may
vary depending on the training situation. When high-

ly distracted, dogs will require a higher level of Shock.

To maximize the distance

The range may vary depending on the way of the
Transmitter being held. Hold the Transmitter away
from your body to receive the greatest range. For
maximum signal strength, keep the device properly
charged.

1. Charge the unit for 4 hours before using the first time.

2. Do not charge the unit near any flammable substance.

3. Charging the unit full firstly if the device has been left
unused more than 3 months.
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Recharge the unit if:

The indicator light on the collar flashes red rapidly.

The battery icon on the Transmitter LCD shows just 1 bar.
The indicator light on the Transmitter or Receiver will not
come on. The indicator light on the Transmitter or Receiver
doesn't come on momentarily when any button is pushed.

Battery Charging Procedure

NOTE: The unit had a partial charge when it left our facility.

Upon receiving the collar, be sure to give it a 4-hour initial

charge before the first use.

1. Plug the adapter into a standard wall outlet.

2. Lift the rubber cover of the charging port, which is desi-
gned to keep the water out of the receiver.

3. Plug the chargers into the Transmitter and Receiver as
shown below.

4. Connect the USB port to the USB charging interface.

5. Charge the unit for 4 hours for the first charge. Rechar-
ges take only 2-3 hours.

6. When charging is completed, remove the connector.

Note:

a . While Transmitter is charging, the battery icon on the
screen will scroll and the indicator light will be red. Wh-
en fully charged, the light will flash green.

b . While Receiver is charging, the indicator will also be r-
ed, but when finished, it will become green.

General Tips

* Pets should be at least 6 months old before using the
Training Collar.

Be sure to let your pet associate the collar with happy
things.

Using a treat and a praise AS SOON AS the dog obeys
the command, as positive training is better than nega-
tive training. Adding the treat helps reinforce the good
behavior. The object of the collar is do not need to use
it.

It's NOT ATOY ! Only responsible family members can
use the Training Collar.

If your pet reacts to the collar by hiding or acting fearf-
ully, check the settings as they may be too high for your
pet's needs.

It is recommended to train one dog at a time in a distra-
ction-free environment, both to increase efficiency and
to avoid temptation or distraction from other dogs.

Is the Shock safe for
my pet?

While the Shock is unpleasant, it is
harmless to your pet. Electronic
training devices require interaction
and training from the owner to
achieve desired results.

How old does my pet
have to be before
using the Remote
Training Collar?

Troubleshooting

first time you used, the battery of the
Transmitter of Receiver may be low.

*Terrain, weather, vegetation, transmis-
sion from other radio devices and many
other factors can impact the amount of
range.

*Test the Receiver with the Test Light to
confirm if shock function is normally.

eIncrease the Shock Level. Refer to “H-
ow to find the best Shock Level” for mo-
re information.

*Make sure the Receiver Collar’s Conta-
ct Points are placed snugly against your
pet’s skin. Refer to “Collar fitting” for m-
ore information.
